RE:  2009/2010 Fiscal Year Budget Message

In accordance with Chapter 125, Article II of the City Code, I hereby submit the annual budget for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2010 (FY-2010).  The budget

accounts for the collections of $5,007,211  in revenue and includes a total of $5,288,960 in expenditures. The budget proposes an estimated overall surplus

on July 1, 2009 of $5,850,143 and all bond funds are anticipated to have more than adequate funding. The budget complies with Sections 125.060 and 125.070 respectively.

Personnel - There is a $.50 pay increase increase across the board with some minor adjustments as needed to be fair and equitable for the FY 2009-2010 and these

adjustments hae been approved by the Board of Aldermen.

Departments Highlights

The City Department Managers have been very prudent in their requests and have minimized the request for capital outlay purchases due to the present economic

conditions.  It is anticipated that should the economic climate change to the positive some departments may submit a request for items of a critical nature for Board

of Alderman consideration.

Fire Department - Includes the third lease payment towards the new fire truck financed on a lease purchase basis over ten (10) years.  $10,000 was budgeted for

replacement of required fire gear, radios and piercing nozzle.

C.O.P. Series 2003/2004 - Includes the principal and interest payments for the Galva Foam building and the City Hall/Police Facility.

Water/Sewer Department- Includes the continued upgrade of remote read meters in the amount of $60,000;  $65,000 to paint the Blair Water Tower, $50,000 to

rebuild Hickory Well Pump, $50,000 for improvement of the Camden Avenue Lift Station and $100,000 for improvements to the sewer treatment plant lagoon as

mandated by Missouri Department of Natural Resources (MDNR).

Sewer Treatment Plant - No capital projects are budgeted from water/sewer fund.

Street - Included is $100,000 for overlay project, $35,000 to build a new salt shed due to the persent facility damaged due to storm and deterioration, and 

$30,000 for a tractor for mowing along the edge of the roadways.
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Airport - Includes Star Loan #1-3 lease payments for the T-hangars and payment on the Gregory Hangar in the amount of $25,000.  

Special Road District - No capital projects budgeted.  

Special Revenue/Capital Improvements - Infrastructure projects include:  $245,000 for Niangua/Walnut water and sewer main improvements, $100,000 for

Ballfield makeover Phase I, Baseball Field; $40,000 for Phase I of the City Comprehensive Plan, $100,000 for improvements to the sewer treatment plant

lagoon as mandated by MDNR, and $30,000 to purchase additional remote water read meters to complete on billing cycle of the City.  There is also $242,000

set aside for the Recreational Center Fund.

The increase in operating expenses for some departments is modest and based on the needs and priorities of this community to maintain present services.

Because the budget is the principal management tool for the City of Camdenton, this financial document was prepared in conjunction with Department

Managers in order to prudently plan for the future and upcoming fiscal year with consideration of the present economic status of the City.

As a result, the FY-2010 budget endeavors to provide excellent service to the community and provides goals and objectives for our employees to work

toward in addition to providing a stable work environment.  Furthermore, the FY-2010 budget represents the City's effort to improve the infrastructure and

continue to provide the level of courteous service and efficiency demanded and deserved by the residents and visitors of Camdenton.
